Small Group Discussion Questions

1 Peter 1:13-25
1.  In I Peter 1:13-25, Peter calls believers to be holy.  What does verse 13 describe as the starting point to pursue holiness?  (see point 1 in the Sermon Notes)  Is such a concept too theoretical for everyday life?
2.  Share some of the “passions of your former ignorance” with the small group and explain how you are no longer conformed to them. 
3.  In the context of this section, is Peter calling believers to sinless perfection when he says “be holy”? Which verses help us understand his meaning?
4.  How are the actions of verses 17 (“conduct yourselves with fear”) and 21b (have “faith and hope in God”) tied together by the doctrinal statements of verses 18-21a?   What is fear of God?
5.  What are the conditions for loving “one another earnestly from a pure heart” in verse 22? What is the motivation given in verse 23? Do you have a hard time mustering up love for your spouse, small group, co-workers, neighbors or family? Could it be that you haven’t focused on meeting the condition of verse 22 or dwelled on the motivation of verse 23? 
6.  What is your understanding the “good news” that Peter speaks of in verse 25? Can you articulate it in simple terms?
